Second, I direct that my executor hereinafter appointed pay all of my past debts according to law.

Third, I devise bequeath and direct that all of my real estate that I may own or possess at the time of my death and all of my personal property of every character be given to my four minor children to wit Margaret Dorinda McNeese, Henry Jackson McNeese, Augustus Emmanuel McNeese, and Sarah Clarke McNeese & having heretofore given to my older children, to wit John F. McNeese, Frances James, Drusilla McNeese, and Benjamin F. McNeese their share of my estate.

Fourth, I further direct that my executor after complying with the provisions of this will take possession of all of my property that I may die seized and possessed of both of real and personal estate and sell or dispose of the same in such a manner as will be best for the interests of the four minor heirs heretofore named and that said executor continue to manage my estate until each child becomes of age or marries when he shall pay them of their distributive shares equally that is share and share alike as they may marry or become of age.

Fifth, I hereby appoint as my executor to carry out the provisions of this will William Grace of Houston County, Georgia.
